You don’t necessarily need any social care qualifications to become a support worker. What's
really important is that you have the right values and behaviours to work in social care.

You'll be the type of person who enjoys helping others and craves a role where your work will
have real worth and impact.

We do want you to show you have good English and number skills and therefore a GSCE or
equivalent at grade C or above is necessary.

It would be helpful to have a social care qualification such as a Level 2 or 3 Diploma in Health
and Social Care, but you can do these once you're in the job if you don't already have it.

It would be useful to have experience working in a similar role or with vulnerable adults. You
could gain this experience through a work placement, from your personal life, through
volunteering or as part of a traineeship or apprenticeship.

You will need to be able to understand a variety of medical conditions both physical and
mental

Above all you will need to be able to see people as a whole and the circumstances and family
systems they live in, communicate clearly, understand what they are telling you and be
understood.

This role will require you to have a full DBS check.
